Sure, the hearing has tentatively been set for September.  We believe that it is essential to have good surface and groundwater modeling of the site's current condition and with the proposed ditch,  so are working with Lee County on securing someone for that and drafting a scope of services agreement accordingly.  Additionally, we have been approaching individuals to be expert witnesses on points of issue in the case and will beginning document production requests shortly. It is good we have a little time on this one so we can really be prepared and have the strongest resources and experts possible.  Since the modeling and experts could be an added 18-20k, if you would be so kind as to reiterate that if anyone is interested in underwriting some of these costs, they can make a donation with "Agripartners litigation" marked in the memo line or with it, and it will be directed towards enabling us to get these much needed resources. Also, if anyone would like to but hasn't already, become a member, that would be helpful in strengthening our legal standing and membership dues are handled seperately, so as such - would be helpful to make and mark seperately.  Thanks so much Don and I will keep you abreast as this case further develops.
