Dear Community Leader:

Earlier this year the Lee County Supervisor of Elections discovered that their computer system had not been removing voters who had not voted since the 2004 Presidential Election and had not responded to mailings to their registration address. As a result about one-third of all registered voters in Lee County and 5,200 in Estero have been removed from the registration lists and classified as “inactive voters”.

Consequently these voters will not be receiving a sample ballot from the Election Supervisor prior to the January 29th Presidential Preference Election or the other two 2008 elections, the August Primary Election and the November General Election. In addition most candidates will not spend the money to mail campaign literature to these prospective voters who may have relocated or passed away.

In order to ensure that as many of our voters continue to participate in important local elections, I have attached a copy of the list of inactive voters in your precinct organized by Post Office and street address. Please look it over, share it with your neighbors to see if you can identify residents of your community that still live there and may want to participate in some of the upcoming 2008 elections. They can be returned to the registered voter list by calling 239-LEE-VOTE or 239-533-8683 to provide the Election Supervisor with updated information for their voter record. At the same time they can request absentee ballots for all the 2008 elections.

If they prefer they may update their information and seek absentee ballots by visiting the Election Supervisors Office at:

· 24951 Old US 41, Suite 10 in Bonita Springs from 10 to 6 Monday through Friday and from 9 to 5 on Saturday.
This office is located on the east side of Old 41 just south of where Old 41 terminates into US 41 near the main entrance to Pelican Landing.
